Dr. Harry Bain’s Homecoming:  It is with a very 
heavy heart that I report to you that one of our senior 
missionaries, Dr. Harry Bain, went home to be with 
the Lord on November 11, 2005.  Dr. Bain’s body 
was laid to rest on November 15, 2005. 
 
Dr. Bain now joins his sweet wife Jean and his son 
Greg in Heaven.  He would often speak with tears in 
his eyes of just how wonderful Heaven is.  In a very 
special way, Dr. Bain made Heaven a little sweeter 
for all of us.   
 
Dr. Bain was saved as a Sailor serving in the South 
Pacific during WWII.  He attended Bible College after 
the war and served in fulltime ministry for 58 years.   
 
Dr. Bain, with his wonderful wife Jean at his side, 
planted two churches in Indiana and served in five 
countries as missionaries.  He experienced the loss 
of a small son on a foreign field and yet without 
delay, continued to serve God’s call on his life.     
 
For those of us who knew Dr. Bain, it was comforting 
to find him in his last days, as always, faithful to his 
ministry.  The day before he was hospitalized he was 
at the veteran’s home holding the hands of veterans 

and praying for their health and souls.  He was a soul 
winners’ soul winner, sharing the Gospel freely with 
all he met.   
 
His prayer letters would always begin with a report of 
God’s grace and end with a prayer for unsaved 
veterans and their families.  He viewed all people as 
the Lord does without prejudice or preconception.  
Every soul was of great value to Dr. Bain, and I 
believe this was his greatest lesson for all of us.   
 
As Christians, we are better because we knew Dr. 
Bain.  We will miss him; however, we take great 
comfort to know we will spend eternity together.
