Baptist Church in Moorestown, NJ; a short country drive from the main gate of Ft. Dix/McGuire Air Force Base.

Pastor Higgins is a Navy Veteran who along with his wife Elizabeth has five children. All of them, two
daughters and three sons are serving or preparing for the ministry. Their oldest son Dennis Jr. is serving as
the Assistant/Youth Pastor at Harbor and is one of the finest men | have ever met. Patrick 20, is at Bible
College with Sean 16, studying in a Christian School.

Pastor Higgins’ leadership combined with his leaders at Harbor Baptist Church will help to grow many preachers from our
converts at the Service Center.

The final family to join with us is the Rodriguez family. Cesar and Kari
Rodriguez are close friends of mine with whom | served in Germany.
Brother Rodriguez is an Iragi War veteran with a heart for our military.

They are the proud parents of Joshua 12, Matthew 10, Hailey 5, Caleb 4,
and a baby girl due any day.

Brother Rodriguez a Mexican American is fluent in Spanish and has a real
connection with the Latino population. The Latino population is now the
largest ethnic group in our military. Along with reaching the immigrants in
Hampton Roads this is their mission field.

The Rodriguez family is spending their first Christmas out of the military and
will be delivering a baby over Christmas. They're living by faith and we can only imagine the expenses with a family of five. If
you would like to help them with a donation please send it to AFBM marked accordingly.

Ministry Helpers: As we prepare for the holiday season we cannot help but remember all of you and a couple of ministries
which have helped us reach the military in the last year.

Bearing Precious Seed in Milford, OH is a ministry that God has sent to help us. This ministry a local church
ministry of First Baptist Church in Milford and is pastored by Dr. Bill Duttry, a very patriotic man with a desire
to reach our military for Christ. Without regard to expense, they selflessly have printed New Testaments for
our military heroes. Due to their faith, around the world men and women in our Armed Forces are reading
Scripture. Monthly we’re notified of men and women who have read their New Testaments and have asked
the Lord to save them.

This is nothing new for Bearing Precious Seed. They have always relied on God to provide for the expenses
and have stepped out on faith. They have always watched the Lord award their faith by saving the
multitudes. In the last six months thousands of Military Edition New Testaments have been printed and distributed. Like the one
pictured at right each has a personal seal representing their branch of service and is small enough to fit in a uniform pocket. By
the grace of God, a retired Independent Baptist General has written a forward instructing them on their need for Christ. These
powerful words have born much fruit.

One Army Staff Sergeant stationed in Iraq and asking not to be identified wrote the following words “Sergeant Major, Your box of
life arrived yesterday with much fanfare. With every soldier | gave one to several more requested one. It was like Christmas for
God’s word. My translator a man named Muhammad was absolutely amazed at the interest in this little book. After a day of
watching soldiers ask for them, he worked up the courage to ask for one. The next day he asked if | would tell him about this



man named Jesus! Please pray for us as | will be teaching him a class which hopefully will culminate in his trusting his Lord and
Saviour. P.S. Send more Bibles please.”

After dropping off 300 hundred New Testaments at a major Navy hospital, the Chaplain stated not to be disappointed if there
was little interest. We set them out on a table in the main hallway. By the time | was 30 minutes down the road he wanted more
stating they were more popular then Guidepost or Focus on the Family. God’s Word is life.

One of the obstacles we have is money to ship them. With an average expense of $0.33 per New Testament we must rely on
local churches to help. With 20,000 Army and Marine Testaments being printed we need $6,600.00 to ship them to the war
zone. Dr. Marshall notifying just a handful of churches in WI and IL was able to raise more than $2,000.00. Possibly your
church would consider giving the Word of God to a hero for Christmas. If so forward shipping money noted accordingly to AFBM
and as with all of our offerings every penny will go to shipping these Bibles.

FTL
is a local church ministry of Fellowship Baptist Church in Lebanon, OH, pastored by Shawn
Cuthbertson a USMC Veteran and former Associate Missionary with AFBM. | have never met a more
dedicated exciting man in my life. While preaching at Good News Baptist Church last year during
AFBM Family Week, eight people surrendered to fulltime missions.

Several years ago God placed on my mind a tract dealing with the issues of orders. After praying and
seeking God's will for the words, | contacted Pastor Cuthbertson and he felt God was dealing with him
for a military tract. In the military we are always awaiting orders never really knowing where our next
stop will be. As you can imagine, this is always a subject of conversation.

Using that subject, we all must deal with those final orders that will come from God. This thoughtful
tract explains to our heroes their need for a Saviour before their final orders come. This tract is
available for all branches of service and veterans, and is in large print for older veterans.

Like BPS, FTL never charges one dime for their tracts. They too rely on God to provide for their needs
and He has never let them down. As a matter of record, they have shipped over three billion tracts around the world. Praise
God for their faithfulness to our heroes.

Knowing our Mission Field: In our June-July Armor Bearer, we began an in-depth study to better understand our mission
field. This month, we will look at the United States Marines and the Marine Reserve.

On November 10, 1775, the Continental Congress passed a resolution stating that "two battalions of Marines be raised"
for service as landing forces with the fleet. This established the Continental Marines and marked the birth of the United
States Marine Corps. Serving on land and at sea, early Marines distinguished themselves in a number of important
operations, including their first amphibious raid on foreign soil in the Bahamas in March 1776, under the command of the
Corps’ first commandant, Capt. Samuel Nicholas. The 1783 Treaty of Paris ended the Revolutionary War and as the last
of the Navy’s ships were sold, the Continental Navy and Marines disbanded.

Following the formal re-establishment of the Marine Corps naming them as part of the Department of the Navy on July 11,
1798, Marines fought in conflicts with France, landed in Santo Domingo and conducted operations against the Barbary
pirates along the "Shores of Tripoli."

Although most Marine Corps service during the Civil War was with the Navy, a battalion fought at Bull Run, and other
units saw action with blockading squadrons at Cape Hatteras, New Orleans, Charleston and Fort Fisher. During the last
third of the 19th century, Marines made numerous landings around the world, especially in the Orient and the Caribbean.

In World War |, Marines distinguished themselves on the battlefields of France, as the 4th Marine Brigade earned the title
of "Devil Dogs" for actions at Belleau Wood, Soissons, St. Michiel, Blanc Mont and the final Muesse-Argonne offensive.
Marine aviation, which began in 1912, was used for the first time in a close-air support role during WWI. More than
309,000 Marines served in France, and more than a third were killed or wounded in six months of intense fighting.

During the two decades before World War Il, the Marine Corps began to more completely develop its doctrine and
organization for amphibious warfare. The success of this effort was proven at Guadalcanal, Bougainville, Tarawa, New
Britain, Kwajalein, Eniwetok, Saipan, Guam, Tinian, Peleliu, Iwo Jima and Okinawa. By the war's end in 1945, the Corps
had grown to include six divisions, five air wings and supporting troops, about 485,000 Marines. Nearly 87,000 Marines
were killed or wounded during WWII, and 82 earned the Medal of Honor.



In the past 50 years, Marines have seen service in Korea, Vietnam, the Middle East, Africa, Haiti, and many quick
operations worldwide, and today Marines serve with distinction in Operation IRAQI FREEDOM.

The Marine Forces Reserve (MARFORRES) (also known as the United States Marine Corps Reserve (USMCR), is the
largest command in the Marine Corps. The mission of Marine Forces Reserve is to augment and reinforce active Marine
forces in time of war, national emergency or contingency operations, provide personnel and operational relief for the
active forces in peacetime, and provide service to the community (for example, through Toys for Tots).

Our Vision:

1. Our first goal is to plant churches at home and abroad. Where there is a need, AFBM seeks to start local independent,
fundamental Baptist churches near military bases for the purpose of reaching the military for Christ, edifying believers in the
faith, and increasing the worldwide missionary outreach of the local church.

2. Military Service Centers give our military heroes around the world a family atmosphere and a godly place to grow in Christ.
We start Military Service Centers under a local church’s authority near bases, assisting churches both at home and abroad
in developing a military evangelistic outreach. They are an ideal means for reaching young, single military men and women
with the Gospel of Christ. The Military Center becomes their “Home Away From Home” as they seek a loving Christian
atmosphere and discipleship program to grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord.

3. A further effective ministry of AFBM involves reaching the veterans who have served our nation in past wars and conflicts. It
is our desire to assist pastors in fundamental, independent Baptist churches near veteran homes & hospitals to develop an
active military evangelistic outreach to these dear veterans who are dying at a rate of 10,000 a day.

4. We provide every returning soldier with a local church. In most cases, we will encourage the pastor to meet them, provide
them with a ride to church, and provide their first meal.

5. Finally, we recognize the need to reach families of the deployed who are left at home. When a soldier gets saved we contact
his family members and provide them with a local church contact in their area. This ministry is becoming a vital tool in
keeping our heroes growing in the Lord.

The cost of war: As of this morning, 2,921 of our heroes have given their lives in Iraq with another 354
giving their lives in Afghanistan. Our military is now reporting 21,778 wounded.
